7th Sunday of Easter - 12th May 2024
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Commitment, Rejecting Evil, and Living Lives of Service

There are a number of major themes which run through our readings this weekend. The first is
concerned with apostolic continuity and witness. In our first reading, Peter explains the need
to replace Judas to maintain the twelve apostles. Matthias is chosen by casting lots, fulfilling
his role as a witness to Jesus’ resurrection.

The second theme is about God’s love and our response to it. John speaks about this in our
second reading. Since God’s love for us is profound, we are called to love each other deeply.
By loving one another, God’s presence is affirmed within us, perfecting his love through our
actions.

In our Gospel reading, the main theme is concerned with unity and protection in God’s name.
Jesus prays for his disciples’ protection through God’s name, desiring their unity as he and the
Father are united. He emphasises their sanctification and separation from worldly values.

In summary, this week’s focus can be on commitment, rejecting evil, and living lives of service.
We belong to God, not the world, and our actions reflect this belonging. Let’s consider our
relationships with God, the world, and the various groups we are part of.
