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The Community of the Trinity

The Holy Trinity is not a puzzle, which might be “solved” like a Rubik’s Cube or a Sudoku or
Crossword in your newspaper. Rather, the Trinity is about community, a living community
which we are invited to respond to with our hearts and not try to solve with our minds.
Although much has been written about the Trinity by theologians and academics the Trinity is
something we have to experience.

Because God is not a remote, lonely God, watching us with a critical eye miles and miles away
in heaven. The Christian God is a community of love. This community consists of three distinct
persons, the Father, the Son and Holy Spirit. One God in three persons joined in love, who
want to share their love with us.

We Christians should strive for the kind of community we find in the Holy Trinity. Why?
Because God in three persons is community and we are created in God’s image.

Christians aren’t meant to live in isolation. Right from the beginning God’s will was that we be
a community, a Church of brothers and sisters, in the image of the Trinity. In any community
there may be differences. Differences can actually enrich, but divisions are not good, as there
are no divisions between Father, Son and the Holy Spirit.

We, of course, are human and fall short of the ideal. But we must never stop trying. If Jesus
asks us to build the community of the Church, as he does in today’s gospel, it is because he is
always with us to make it happen.
