Ultimate Victory?  

We’re probably all familiar with the basic storyline where a hero beats incredible odds to 
triumph over evil and rescue his true love. Sometimes the hero even seems to have given his 
life in the process. But then, having cheated death somehow, he suddenly reappears. And 
then, he and his beloved live happily ever after. This sort of thing is so common in fairy tales, 
romances, and even action-adventure stories that it’s almost the ultimate cliché. (But even the 
most cynical among us surely root for that happy ending!) 

And, actually, this is essentially the same narrative that plays out during the Passion, death, 
and Resurrection of Our Lord. Although the crucifixion seemed like utter defeat at first, it 
turned out to be an amazing victory. Jesus, our hero, allowed himself to be crucified in order to 
prove that, despite all our sins, God really does love us. Instead of punishing us, he chose to 
offer us forgiveness and to take our punishment upon himself. Likewise, through dying and 
then coming back, Jesus proved that even the power of death is no match for God’s life-giving 
love. If we want to live happily ever after with God, Jesus has opened the path for that to 
happen. 

But this brings us to the part of the story that’s still unresolved. Now that we know how much 
God really does love us, will we finally choose to love him back with our whole hearts? Now 
that we know that his love really is sufficient to fulfil all our needs, and even to save us out of 
death, will we stop being selfish and seeking our happiness in worldly things instead? God has 
done everything he can to show us that we are his true love. He wants to share his life with us. 
But his victory will not be complete, and we cannot live happily ever after, until we show him 
that we feel the same way about him.

What is Gift Aid: By signing a Gift Aid Declaration we can reclaim 25p for every £1 you donate 
to the parish.  If for example you were to give £5 a week through Gift Aid the parish would 
obtain an annual income tax refund of £65. You don’t have to be paying a lot of tax to join the 
Gift Aid Scheme – only sufficient to cover the basic rate tax the parish will reclaim. Providing 
you pay tax on your salary or pension you can join the scheme.  If you are a taxpayer and not in 
the Gift Aid Scheme the parish is effectively losing out on “free money” from the Government.   
Am I Eligible - In order to sign a Gift Aid Declaration you must  be a UK taxpayer, and donate 
either by standing order or by weekly envelopes  so that your contributions can be recorded
